An urbarium (German: Urbar, English: urbarium, also rental or rent-roll), is a register of fief
ownership and includes the rights and benefits that the fief holder has over his serfs and peas-
ants. It is an important economic and legal source of medieval and early modern feudalism.
Urbaria were also used to record land rent and stock.

For Glarus the respective Urbar was the one from the Abbey of Sackingen dated 1302. Tschudi
reports in his chronicle that on 29 March 1029 the abbess Berta (Berchta) transferred the
Meieramt (land administrator office) via the possessions in Glarus to Rudolf von Glarus. He
further reports that Rudolf of Glarus called himself "Schudin" (Tschudi). This family remained
for many generations in the possession of the Glarner Meieramt of the monastery. After the
Tschudi the family of Windeck (1253-1288) followed for a short time, until it finally fell to the
Habsburgs.

In the so-called Abgaberodel (tax lists) the taxable fief ownerships and the corresponding free
fief holders were listed by name. The 12 free Wappengenossen (free Comrades in Arms) and
the 34 free Gotteshausleute (free family members of the Abbey of Sackingen) were listed in
this Urbar.



Melchior Schuler listed the following original families from Glarus in his history book about
Glarus published 1836%:

1. The Xll (12) Freie Wappengenossen (free Comrades in Arms)

The free comrades in arms, the families of the lower nobility, had to serve in an emer-
gency the abbess with spear and shield, but were exempt from all other personal ser-
vices and taxes. The Urbar from the Abbey of Sdackingen names the following families:

a. Still existing: 6 (in 1836)
Aebli or Kilchmatten, Elmer, Stucki, Tschudi (called «Schudi» or «von Gla-
rus»), Vogel, Wichser.

b. Extinct: 6

In the event that one of these 12 families should die out, the abbess was obliged to
appoint another family from the free families members of the Abbey of Sackingen in
place of the extinct family.

From the free Comrades in Arms were appointed, albeit not exclusively, the higher
civil servant positions. Thus, among the 12 judges of 1372, 8 belonged to the free
Comrades in Arms, only 1 to the 34 families of the free families members of the Ab-
bey of Sackingen and 3 to the remaining probably more than 100 families of the
country of Glarus.

According to the Urbarium, the free Comrades in Arms did not have to pay any taxes
to the monastery Sackingen, but were allowed to receive 1 cow, 21 small cheeses
and a sum of money per year for their services to the church. However, they also had
to pay the imperial tax to the imperial reeve.

2. The XXXIV (34) Freie Gotteshausleute (free families members of the Abbey of Sack-
ingen)

The free families members of the Abbey of Sdackingen were personally free, but had
to pay interest from their estates belonging to the Abbey, mostly in kind (sheep, cat-
tle, cheese, grey cloth, etc.). The Urbar from the Abbey of Sackingen names the fol-
lowing families:

3. Other Families mentioned until 1388 (Battle of Nafels)

The other families were called Hérige (bondmen). In addition to the interest to be
paid by the free families members of the Abbey of Sackingen, they also had to pay
additional taxes (e.g. the Shrovetide chicken) and were also obligated for corvee.
