Dietrich Stauffacher, born 26 June 1830 to Dietrich Stauffacher (1800-1864) and
Euphemia Marti (1803-1850) - Kubly-Mdller #136, worked in the slate quarries and
herded cattle in the alps for 10 years before emigrating to America. He arrived in New
Orleans 21 April 1854 abord the ship "Ferriere", spent a year working in St. Louis
before finally settling in Green County Wisconsin and marrying Anna Katherina
Norder there in 21 May 1857.
